66.7% of the deaths by suicide involved the use of a firearm, 15.7% points above the national average; and
approximately 1,950 people attempted to die by suicide in 2017: and

me?”ed.ﬂ one citizen of Chino Valley and one from Paulden died by suicide in 2017, negatively impacting
their family, friends and community; and

Werezzg many of the people who died by suicide may not have received effective behavioral health services

for many reasons, including the difficulty of accessing services by healthcare providers trained in best
practices to reduce suicide risk, the stigma of using behavioral health treatiment, and the stigma associated
with losing a loved one to suicide; and

me?"eﬂﬁ those who have lost a loved one to suicide and those who survived and attempted suicide need

support and understanding as they grieve but too often are unable to receive treatment and recovery
services: and

mﬁ’?’éﬁ the Suicide Prevention Coalition of Yavapai County is comprised of representatives of behavioral

health organizations, law enforcement agencies, faith communities, health coalitions and citizen advocates
who are all dedicated to veducing the frequency of suicide attempts and suicide deaths, and the pain for
those affected by suicide deaths, through providing resources, education and support;
