“all ages” audience. Any entry deemed offensive will be excluded from the event.

A representative from each entry must register at the Registration Table between 8:00 am and
9:00 am at Heritage Middle School, 1076 N Road 1 W. Please make sure this representative is
familiar with all aspects of the entry.

All entries MUST display Sponsor Name and entry number (to be assigned at Registration
Table).

Alcohol in NOT permitted in the Parade or in the staging area. Anyone in violation of this or who
arrives intoxicated will be asked to leave the event.

All entries with live animals must provide their own clean up crew and supplies/equipment.
These clean up crews must follow directly behind their respective entries.

Entrants may distribute “goodies” to Parade spectators but must do so in a safe manner that does
not encourage spectators to enter the parade route. Please keep in mind the safety of both Parade
spectators and those on/around your entry.

Entrants are encouraged to perform for the judges. Performances should last approximately 1-
minute. While performing for the judges table entry may stop- this is the ONLY stop allowed
while on the parade route.

Political entries are allowed. They must conform to the Parade theme and provide their own
vehicles.

Live or taped music is both welcome and encouraged. It should also be consistent with the Parade
theme.
